Workshop 1: Monarchy and the nation state

The most practical workshop of the day will take the Netherlands as a case. Drs. Coos Huijsen, historian and former member of parliament for the Labour Party, has published on the need for national social cohesion in the Netherlands. Moreover, he is an expert in the Dutch monarchy and interviewed the Dutch Queen for his book “Beatrix : De kroon op de Republiek” (“Beatrix : The crown to the republic”). His workshop will be about Dutch social cohesion and will discuss the role of the national monarchy as a binding factor.
Workshop 2: The void of European identity

A second example is the two hour workshop that will be given by dr. Jeanette Mak. Dr. Mak graduated in International Relations at the University of Amsterdam and took a masters in European Studies in Brugge. Her PhD thesis (European University Institute, Florence) deals with the role of the European Commission and the national governments in achieving public acceptance of the euro, and explores whether the way they communicate ‘Europe’ has changed since the lack of legitimacy of the Community became apparent in the early 1990s. Her lecture will be about that lack of legitimacy the European Community is facing now. It will discuss the question why citizenship remains oriented toward the European nations instead of the European level. 
Workshop 3:
The nation state revisited?

UvA PhD Boris Slijper will teach a workshop about the suddenly recurring importance of the national level. After World War Two the meaning of the nation state became less and less defined in terms of ethnicity. Ideals of globalization and international cooperation became a dominant discourse. However, the last five years show the rise of nationalism. Political leaders like Tony Blair and Nicolas Sarkozy have made the importance of national identity an important aspect of their political framework. Slijper will try to find, together with you, the answer to the question how this new rise of nationalism should be characterized. Is it just a temporary backlash in a globalizing world, or is the nation state really being revisited?

Amsterdam Hotspots

The following is a selection of all clubs/pubs/lunchrooms and much more Amsterdam has to offer you.

Clubs
Melkweg 
Lijnbaansgracht 234 (531 81 81). 
Housed in a former dairy, the Melkweg (Milky Way) is Amsterdam's biggest multi-functional entertainment venue, and offers music, drama, movies, a weekend disco, a bar and a restaurant. The programming includes big(ger) international acts as well as local talent. In recent years a second concert hall was added, so that the Melkweg is able to host double feature nights. The hippies of yesteryear may have gone but every november the Melkweg still hosts the Cannabis Cup music events. Dance events (Dance Arena) are held during the weekend.


Paradiso
Weteringschans 6-8, near Leidseplein (626 45 21). 
In the sixties Paradiso was the hub of all things flower power; nowadays it's the number one venue for big acts. The former neo-gothic church has an impressive interior, with a towering ceiling and a high balcony overlooking the stage and dancefloor. There's also a upstairs bar with a smaller stage that is sometimes used for performances after the main event. The Paradiso public has in the past enjoyed some really big names, kicking off their European tour or just enjoying the intimacy of the venue. Over the past decade or so the Rolling Stones, David Bowie, the Artist Formerly Known As Prince and Lenny Kravitz all played Paradiso, which at its best houses all of 1200. Though Paradiso is home to all kinds of musical styles, municipal funding has been cut back, so there's a tendency towards programming crowd pullers. To see local bands in action, or to listen to something less mainstream, try the Melkweg or the Arena. Paradiso hosts dance events during the weekends.

Odeon (Gala Location)
Singel 460 (624 97 11). 
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Situated in a historic canal building that served as one of Amsterdam’s first concert halls, the Odeon has recently undergone a complete renovation. The interior has retained the classic elements of the building while adding a modern touch; it is chique and elegant, yet still unpretentious. One of the highlights of the club is the balcony bar above the main dance floor, which has a good view of the action below. The music here is funky and soulful, with lots of classics thrown in. Expect a 20+ crowd that dresses up a bit. If you want you can kick off your night in the Odeon bar or the restaurant.

't Loosje
Nieuwmarkt 32-34 (627 26 35).
Very old, brown bar with a lot of character on the edge of the Red Light district. The interior features beautiful tile tableaux dating from the beginning of this century. Attracts a mixed public during daytime, but caters mainly to students during the evening. Outside terrace with a good view
Cafe Cuba 
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Nieuwmarkt 3 (627 49 19). 
Done up in fifties Havana style with Hemingway pictures, rum adverts and cane furniture. Famous for its large selection of cocktails, at reasonable prices. Large outdoor terrace during summer, with a nice view of the hustle and bustle on Nieuwmarkt square.

Relaxed place to have a cup of coffee. All Kriterion staff are students, guaranteeing not too high prices and offering movies as well.

1e Klas

Platform 2B, Centraal Station
In years past, this elegant venue was the waiting room for first-class train passengers. Nowadays, the Art Nouveau-styled space invites travelers and other folks into a haven of beauty, where they can indulge in a variety of terrific fare throughout the day. Whether your appetite is large or small, you can get a full, three-course meal or simply have a sandwich and a drink. Regular, gourmet specials provide an upscale note and ensure that no one goes away hungry. Ideal for on-the-run professionals.

In de Waag

Nieuwmarkt 4
Once a city gate, this now-restaurant is an awesome mix of 15th-century architecture and 21st-century adaptation. The interior maintains a medieval charm, complete with enormous, candle-studded chandeliers, and outside, terrace tables invite folks to while away sunny afternoons. Along with sandwiches and salads, the menu offers grilled spring chicken, pan-fried Norwegian salmon, grilled beef tournedos, and a variety of pastas and risottos. Ideal for people-watching and experiencing city history.
Shopping

The nine streets

The Nine Streets is in the heart of Amsterdam's canal district and forms one of the city's most delightful shopping areas. Just 2 minutes walk from the Dam Square these picturesque streets straddle the canals from the Singel to the Prinsengracht. You can spend a fabulous afternoon wandering from one to the next exploring the designer boutiques, art galleries, fashion shops, specialist businesses and there are plenty of great bars and restaurants to refresh you along the way.

Nieuwe dijk / Kalverstraat
Nieuwedijk-Kalverstraat, about 1 km full of shops. This pedestrian area, there is no traffic other than a constant stream of tourists, students, scholars, excursionists and locals. The Nieuwedijk is close to Central Station and basically dedicated to clothing, sportswear, music and gift shops with that special Amsterdam vibe. The road leads to Dam Square. Around this square you will find the Royal Palace, the Nieuwe Kerk and 
Madame Tussaud's.

On the other side of the square the shopping continues: you are now entering the Kalverstraat. More shoes, clothing, bags, gift shops, cards, perfume, and the occasional coffee shop, fast food restaurant and ice cream salon. You will find that nearly all mainstream brand names have one or more store on this road. Here you can also find Waterstones and American Book Center. For a quiet drink away from all these shops you can make a sidestep onto Spui, where you will find many cafes, bars and restaurants and several fast-food chains.

Department Stores and Malls
Amsterdam has great department stores and shopping malls. They offer unique choice of products with imports from Asia, Latin America and Africa. The best choice is offered by De Bijenkorf (The Bee Hive) located directly at the Dam square. Shopping in Amsterdam may save you time and effort. If you like your shopping indoors, or if it happens to be raining you can always visit one of the shopping malls in Amsterdam: Magna Plaza (on the Nieuwezijds Voorburgwal, again near the Dam square) or the Kalvertoren (on the Kalverstraat).

Public Transport in Amsterdam

‘Strippenkaart’
You can use the so-called 'strippenkaart' (bus and tram card). If you use this card, you should be aware that Amsterdam is divided into different zones. 
The division of the zones is shown on the maps of all bus, tram stops and metro routes located at all bus and tram stops and metro stations. 

This card can also be purchased from transport company GVB and at various tobacco stores and tourist info points throughout the city. The network map shows you how many zones you have to travel through to reach your destination. You then stamp the number of zones on your 'strippenkaart', plus one extra 'strip'. In other words, if you are travelling in one zone, you should have two strips stamped. For two zones, you should stamp three strips, etc. Stamping one, two or three zones entitles you to travel on all GVB transport within the number of zones stamped for a period of one hour. 

If you don't know how many 'strips' you should stamp, ask the conductor or driver. They will then stamp your card for you. 

Travel Cards

For you as a visitor to Amsterdam, GVB 24 hours ticket is by far the easiest way of travelling and is also highly economical.

After stamping, you can make unlimited use of GVB trams, buses, the metro and night buses for a period of 24 hours. 

You can also purchase a ticket for 48, for 72 or for 96 hours.


Make sure that your ticket is valid 
Your ticket is only valid after it has been stamped. This can be done by the driver or the conductor. In trams without a conductor, you should stamp your ticket yourself in one of the yellow stamp machines. Fold the 'strippenkaart' at the correct number of strips and insert it into the machine. You must calculate the number of zones you will be travelling in/through yourself. When having the 'strippenkaart' stamped, only the last strip of the number of strips required must be stamped.The strip or strips before should remain unstamped. It's compulsory to be in possession of a valid ticket throughout the journey. 

Ticket control
When using public transport facilities, you can sometimes be asked to show your ticket by a controller. If you are not in possession of a valid ticket, you risk a fine of € 37,40. This fine must be paid immediately.
